The Battle of Vertieres was celebrated in Haiti on Nov 18th.
This battle brought the slaves victory over the French in 1803
and was followed by Haiti declaring their independence on
January 1st 1804. Besides being known as the poorest coun-
try in the western hemisphere, Haiti is also known as the 1st
Black republic and the 1st country born from a slave uprising.

“Forward! Forward! Liberty or death!”

It sounds noble, and we easily connect this Haitian rally cry
with America’s quote, “"Give me liberty or give me death”.

However, Haiti’'s General Jean-Jacques Dessalines (think of
him as their George Washington) said this after the battle:

“Nous avons osé étre libres;
osons |’étre par nous-mémes et pour nous-mémes."”
“We dared to be free;

let us dare to be so by ourselves and for ourselves.
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Many folks have noble sounding ideas. But, it is impossible to
accomplish noble ideas apart from God. Satan desired a
heavenly life and sought it apart from God. Isaiah 14:13-14
describes it. Isaiah describes the result of this choice in
verse 12, ... Oh, how you have fallen!
